Explanations and answers to select questions
02 Option (A) is the correct answer. It is the past tense of ‘grind’.
03 Option (C) is the correct answer. Telex = Teleprinter+Exchange.

07 Option (D) is the correct answer. The correct spelling is : ‘Separate’.

10 Option (C) is the correct answer. It is also a past tense of the verb ‘wind’.
13 Option (D) is the correct answer. The four words are : Pores, Poser, Ropes, Spore.

14 Option (C) is the correct answer. The adjectives are : ongoing, poor and enticing.

21 Option (B) is the correct answer. When the gender of a person is not mentioned or known (here doctor), ‘they’
is used as a pronoun to represent that singular noun.

25 Option (C) is the correct answer. When using ‘neither’ . . . ‘nor’, the subject closer to the verb (which is ‘sisters’,
a plural here) determines its number.

31 Option (A) is the correct answer. It is the only one that is a homonym.

32 Option (B) is the correct answer. ‘Hostile’ and ‘Friendly’ are opposite of each other and so are ‘Imaginary’
and ‘True’.

48 Option (D) is the correct answer. All other options refer to ‘stranger’ not as a noun (which the mother does)
but as an adjective, changing the perspective.
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
