Explanations and answers to select questions

01 Option (D) is the correct answer. Its homophone is ‘Lessen’.
06 Option (C) is the correct answer. ‘Cine’ is pronounced as ‘Cini’, so it rhymes with ‘Mini’.
08 Option (C) is the correct answer. The correct spelling is ‘Forty’.

09 Option (D) is the correct answer. ‘Pleasing’ is the adjective for ‘sound’, which is also a noun like
‘restart’.

15 Option (C) is the correct answer. Option (C) ‘is taking” cannot fit in as per the rules of sequence
of tenses. Option (D) cannot be applied as one doesn’t open it inside as it’s tough then to get
through the door.

22 Option (D) is the correct answer. In ‘MLA’ and ‘MBBS’, the sounds produced by ‘M’ is as in ‘aim’,
a vowel sound and so we use ‘an’. In ‘european’, the sound produced is as in ‘you’, a consonant
sound and so we use ‘@’.

23 Option (B) is the correct answer. It is in concord with ‘friendly’.

24 Option (D) is the correct answer. It is the only one that is not used for walking on it, all others
are.

28 Option (D) is the correct answer. Because it talks about the position of ‘neighbourhood’ and not
about the way it was put up.
